We, the office bearers of the Council of CBSE Schools Kerala, recently visited the disaster-affected areas of
Meppadi, Chooralmala, and Mundakkai in Wayanad, where a devastating landslide has caused immense destruction.
Led by our National Secretary General, Dr. Indira Rajan, we assessed the situation firsthand and held discussions
with local authorities and residents.

During our visit, we met with families who have lost their homes and livelihoods, and we acknowledged the severe
impact on students from the affected region. A follow-up meeting was convened at Mount Tabor English School,
chaired by the School Manager, Sr. Salomy, in the presence of the affected students’ parents, PTA representatives,
and school authorities.

Currently, many families are residing in rental homes across 11 panchayats, struggling to sustain their children’s
education due to financial hardships. At present, the school is covering the educational expenses of these students.
However, given the magnitude of the crisis, ensuring the continuity of education remains a major concern for
parents.

The Council of CBSE Schools Kerala has taken a firm decision to support the education of 42 students, ensuring that
they continue their studies in the same institution without any financial burden. In addition, recognizing the
emotional trauma these students have endured—especially following the tragic loss of two of their schoolmates—
the Council acknowledges the importance of maintaining stability in their learning environment.

As part of this initiative, a formal agreement will be signed during the upcoming State Convention of the Council of
CBSE Schools Kerala. The agreement will be handed over to the school in the presence of the CBSE Officials by the
Office bearers of the Council of CBSE Schools Kerala.
